PORTFOLIO DEVELOPMENT FOR LIFE EXPERIENCE CREDIT
A Portfolio validates the learning outcomes and knowledge gained through life experience specifically identified.  Included will be personal goals, academic goals, and clearly stated understanding of learning as a lifelong process.  

The first requirement for consideration of life experience credit is to schedule an interview with an administrator of WBC.  If it is determined the student needs additional help in the process, the student may enroll in a not-for-credit seminar that will assist in teaching the process of writing and assembling the required portfolio. Credit for specifically identified portfolio documentation will be given upon submission of the Portfolio/Life Experience and approval by the Academic Committee.  
Portfolio credit is available for Baccalaureate Degrees only.  The previous knowledge obtained may be applied by portfolio development to the baccalaureate degree in a maximum of 30 credit hours.  This may result in a considerable savings to the student.  Portfolio credit may be applied to the transcript at the rate of $15.00 per credit hour.  

Considerations for portfolio/life experience credit may be degree-related travel experience, community service experience, volunteer work experience, vocational activity experience, prior work experience, ministry experience, and other specific course description experience.  Adults through work, ministry, and other daily activities have acquired measurable college level learning which can be assessed and applied to a degree program.   

Some examples of WBC courses to consider are Christian Education Camp Internships, Vacation Bible School Internships, Christian Education Internships, Christian Education Seminars, Missions Internships and Seminars, and other departmental seminars on an individual basis.
