· attend spiritual emphasis conferences 
· regularly attend and be involved in a local church
· complete an accountability form of Christian service for each semester 

· refrain from social practices that are harmful and offensive to others  

· refrain from the use of alcoholic beverages, tobacco, illegal drugs (including narcotics, marijuana, cocaine, methamphetamines, hallucinogenic drugs) and any form of gambling
· dress in a modest manner in or out of class
· discipline self as befits one who is preparing for or practicing in ministry

· explore resources and research literature to support current areas of study
